Greetings from the women of our church who
are members of the Lutheran Women’s
Missionary League through their membership
in the Lutheran Church - Missouri Synod.

Please let us take a moment (o tell you about
our effort to take the salvation story all around
the world. God has told us that it is our job to
go and tell everyone about Jesus. As we reach
out to tell them, we encounter problems which
enable us to help the people who we are
serving understand that, not only does Jesus
care, but we, as His children care about them,
too. We are able to share the Good News as
we help people with their most basic needs.

Mites - what are they? They are small (or
large) amounts of money that we place in little
boxes called mite boxes. Do you remember the
story of the widow’s mite and how she gave
her last coin as a cheerful gift of love for the
Lord? This coin was called “the widow’s
mite”,

Our mites will reach out to Tanzania, India,
Africa, Kyrgzstan, Latvia, Lithuania, the
Dominican Republic, Peru and North Korea.
They also help right here with emergency
disaster aid, stocking food banks, reaching out
to the deaf and those in prison and printing
Braille Bibles. The mites also help train the
native students who are enrolled in Ethnic
Immigrant Institute of Theology to become
pastors.

Between 2010 and 2012, the goal for the South
Wisconsin District is $200,000.00.
Twenty-five percent of our money will be sent
to the national LWML to fund the national
grants. The current goal is $1,825,000.00.

How can you help? At our visitor center, we
have a large mite box which is a receptacle for
donations. Or, if you wish, you may take a
small mite box with you. Your small mite box

donations may be emptied into the large mite
box at any time.

More information reparding the grants we are
supporting will be available in the coming
months. Please refer to the Church Work
Student Grant calendar page included in this
newsletter. Fach coin helps us to provide for
the needs of our world and reach out with the
Word of Life.
