My Dear Christian Friends,

Parents try to teach their children to say "Thank you" but it doesn't always work.
Recently, I read about one mother who went to the drugstore to pick up a
prescription. She had her five year-old son with her. When the pharmacist gave her
the medicine, he handed the boy a piece of candy. "What do you say to the nice
man,"” the mother said to her son. The little boy quickly replied, "Charge it!"

November holds within its' days, our national Thanksgiving holiday when when we
officially remind ourselves to say "Thank you", to be grateful and to acknowledge
our blessings.

But like that mother and son, so too, between us and God -- we often
misunderstand the meaning of giving thanks.

Psalm 50:9-12 shows us God tried to teach His people the meaning of giving thanks.
Just when they are presenting their sacrifices on the altar, God stops the action. "I
don't need a bull from your stall. I don't require a goat from your herd. If
I were hungry I wouldn't bother to tell you -- I own the cattle on a
thousand hills. You don't own anything. The whole world is mine.”

God makes His point: "What I want is a sacrifice of thanksgiving. I want you
to mean it and not take what I give you for granted. If that's what you're
bringing me, then well and good. But if it isn't, then take your sacrifice off
my altar.”

Psalm 50, verse 14, says it quite simply: "Offer to God a sacrifice of
thanksgiving."

Someone once said that if the stars only came out once a year, we would stay out



all night to watch them. But they are there every night and we have grown
accustomed to them.

The Israelites grumbled because they had no food, so God miraculously sent manna
to cover the ground each day except the Sabbath day. Then they started to grumble
because it was the same thing every day.

They had a miracle - straight from God every day, but were no longer satisfied.
Because of pride, carelessness or a critical spirit, we will never be truly thankful for
all that God has given us.

Rudyard Kipling was a great writer and poet. Unlike many writers, Kipling was one
of the few who had opportunity to enjoy his success while he lived. He also made a
great deal of money at his trade.

One time a newspaper reporter came up to him and said, "Mr. Kipling, I just
read that somebody calculated that the money you make from your
writings amounts to over a hundred doliars a word.” Mr. Kipling raised his
eyebrows and said, "Really, I certainly wasn’t aware of that."

The reporter cynically reached down into his pocket and pulled out a one hundred
dollar bill and gave it to Kipling and said, "Here’s a hundred dollar bill, Mr.
Kipling. Now, you give me one of your hundred dollar words." Mr. Kipling
looked at that hundred dollar bill for a moment, took it and folded it up and put it in
his pocket and said, "Thanks."

He’s right! The word thanks is certainly a hundred dollar word. In fact, I would say it
is more like a million dollar word. It's one word that is too seldom heard and too
rarely spoken and too often forgotten. If we would all adopt an attitude of
thanksgiving into our lives - our lives would be changed. We would savor each day.

May you not only realize where all of you blessings come from but may you truly
“praise God from whom all blessings flow".
