Important 2024-25 Enrollment Reminder 
If you will be returning to Bethlehem for the 2024-25 school year and have not yet 
completed enrollment through your Sycamore account, we encourage you to do so. Your 
student is not enrolled and a spot is not guaranteed for them unƟl the Sycamore 
enrollment has been completed and the enrollment fee paid. All students aƩending for 
2024-25 must enroll through Sycamore (this includes families that have applied for the 
SPCP school voucher). 
 
2024-25 Financial Aid Deadline is May 31st 
We have changed our financial aid procedures and are now using a third party to process 
all requests.
